/Uniform \

Our school uniform exists both for health and
safety reasons and to develop a sense of
pride and responsibility in being a member of
the RAPS community. The uniform policy
includes the expectation that all children will
wear black school shoes (trainers are not
acceptable footwear), that long hair should
be tied back at all times and that with the
exception of a watch and a pair of small stud
earrings NO jewellery may be worn by
children.
