House Captains are responsible for collecting and counting all the House Points each week and announcing them in Celebration Assembly, whilst the JLT will have regular meetings over the year to make suggestions / present feedback about how to further improve the school. Successfully becoming a House Captain or member of the JLT will not prevent future applications to become a Young Leader or Playground Mentor (though we may reallocate the other role to spread the burden).
It is not compulsory to apply, so this is an optional task. Most future Love2Learn tasks are compulsory.
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
