script with catchy songs and dance numbers and Upton went
creatively colourful, bringing alive life ‘under the sead’ performlng
Disney’s ‘The Little Mermaid’.







Besides learning lines, song lyrics and dance routines — the Year 6
children also showed how talented they are academically. Key Stage
2 SATs results were published last week and each of our three
schools have performed above national outcomes, showing that the
vast majority of Viking children have achieved and, in many cases,
exceeded their potential. In addition to this, we have the highest
ever number of Viking year 6 children moving on from us to attend
one of the local grammar schools. That said, we are immensely
proud in the knowledge that every child, has done as much as they
can, to be the best they can be! To the children in year 6, we salute
you and wish you every success in the future, wherever that may
take you.

Your children won’t however, achieve all they are capable of alone,
they will need your continued support, guidance, love (and cajoling),
those things that are at the very heart of parenting, the things which
have allowed your children to succeed so far in their lives. Saying
goodbye to year 6 will also mean for some of our families — it will be
a final goodbye to Chilton, to RAPS or at Upton, as your last (or only)
child ends their primary school journey this week. To those parents -
