So, an adjective is a word that describes a noun (a thing, a place or a person).
An adverb describes the verb (the doing / feeling / thinking / action word).

One sunny day, I walked quickly and happily to the wonderful, tree filled park.
One sunny day is a sentence starter with an adjective in it.
quickly and happily  are adverbs that describe the verb walked
wonderful, tree filled are the adjectives which describe the noun park
