Year 3& 4 Curriculum - Term 6
English
This term we will focus on Varjak Paw, and our writing will all stem from this. We will use this to write narratives. Children will consider their language choices, considering how we can use adverbials and adjectives to add depth to our writing.  We will also be writing in character to explore difficulties, issues and dilemmas in the text. Through discussion and debate we will work towards presenting viewpoints through carefully selected vocabulary and sentence variation.
In guided reading we will work independently, in mall groups and as a class to discuss the text Varjak Paw. This text creates a few moral dilemmas for the main character and how the characters react and behave will be the focal point for our discussions. We will also continue to discuss the use of language and authorial techniques to create suspense and excitement.
It is our expectation at Ramsgate Arts Primary School that children read for at least 10 minutes every night. Please sign your child’s reading record when you read with them. Please also ensure that your child has their reading record at school every day.

Maths
For year 4, the children will look at position and direction. This includes describing positions on a grid using coordinates in the first quadrant, describe movements and translation of shape across a grid as well as plotting points to complete 2D shapes. In addition, time will be covered by being able to convert between analogue and digital and solving problems by converting days to weeks and vice versa. At the end of the year the children will have a refresh of the methods used for the four main operations. This means revisiting the column method for addition and subtraction, bus stop for division and short multiplication.
Year 3 children will be looking at time where they will be learning how to read time with increasing accuracy to the nearest minute.  They will look at the duration of time and begin to compare the duration events.  In addition they will be looking at the properties of shape and in particular angles including right angles as properties of both shape and a description of turn. At the end of the year the children will have a refresh of the methods used for the four main operations. This means revisiting the column method for addition and subtraction, bus stop for division and short multiplication.

Topic
We are using the International Primary Curriculum at Ramsgate Arts Primary School which is “an engaging, rigorous and internationally minded thematic approach to learning”. This will allow children to learn with real purpose and to make clear links between subjects. A number of different units will be studied throughout the year and these will last for different amounts of time (and will therefore not last the entire term as in previous years). This term the topic will be ‘Turn it up’, which is themed on sound. This includes how sounds are made and used as well as how the ear collects and interprets the sounds we hear.
PE
It is important that children have a full PE kit in school at all times. This includes black or blue shorts and white t-shirt for indoor PE and black or blue jogging bottoms, sweatshirt or tracksuit top and suitable trainers or plimsolls for outdoor lessons. The weather has to be severely inclement for lessons not to go ahead, so please ensure that your child is well equipped! During the entire term the children will continue with their swimming sessions at Upton on Fridays. The class will continue to look at cricket this term, with a focus on the key skills of batting, bowling and fielding.

Home Learning and weekly news about curriculum and IPC information will continue to appear on the class blog, which can be found on the school website. All home learning should be completed and returned to school at the end of the three week cycle. On-line home learning tasks can also be completed using the Mathletics programme and the Bug Club reading scheme.
Uniform
Our school uniform exists both for health and safety reasons and to develop a sense of pride and responsibility in being a member of the Ramsgate Arts Primary School community.  The uniform policy  includes the expectation that all children will wear black school shoes (trainers are not acceptable footwear), that long hair should be tied back at all times and that with the exception of a watch and a pair of small stud earrings NO jewellery may be worn by children. We also ask you to remember that children should not be wearing make-up or nail varnish to school and hair styles should not be extreme – this includes unnatural hair colours.  The school’s uniform policy is listed in the school’s prospectus and if you would like another copy, please ask at the school office.  Please ensure your child is dressed according to this policy and that all items of clothing are clearly named.
General Messages: 
Sipping water throughout the day aids concentration and learning. Please provide your child with a water bottle which they may keep with them throughout the day. Ensure that these are named to avoid confusion.
It is vital that pupils arrive at school on time and that absence is kept to a minimum.  Frequent lateness and absences can have a huge negative impact on a child’s learning so please try to have your child in school by 8.20am every day.
