

Learning Powers KS1

We have looked closely at research surrounding learning power and decided that we can link the learning powers to the 7 values that already exist in the school. In KS1 we have created 7 characters that link to each value. To back up the meaning of the values in KS1 we will:
· Have characters as part of our values display to refer to daily
· Have certificates to give out to children with pictures of each character on. These certificates will be given out in KS1 assembly (year R done each day in class)
· Where lessons link specifically to given values pictures of the characters will be put next to the learning intention
· Have little laminated versions of the characters to put on desks of children showing a particular value
Engagement: Boris the Bee
