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The humpback whale can jump out of the waves, twist
round and then jump back in!

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But the humpback whale has bad problems:
® it is hunted and killed by man

® fishing takes away its food
® it gets stuck in fishing nets
® it bumps into ships

® some waters are too dirty to be safe for
the whale.

Let’'s make our
waters safe for the
humpback whale!
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Whales live in groups called pods. There are 2-5 whales
in a whale pod.

A humpback whale can get to the age of 77.
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Humpback whales swim in the waters of
the Atlantic and the Pacific.

They feed on fish and krill,
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When it is born, the
humpback whale

is 45 metres long
and about 2 tonnes.

It is the same shape as
the adult whale.

At this stage, it drinks 400 litres of its
mother’s milk in a day.
