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Early Years Foundation Stage

The Early Years Curriculum is broken down into 7 areas.  These are outlined below to give you an idea of the sorts of things you might want to include on your wow moments.
	Personal, Social and Emotional Development

· become self-confident
· have awareness of their own feelings and feelings of others
· explain their own knowledge and ask questions
· become independent
· tell the difference between right and wrong

	Physical Development

· move confidently and control their body
· handle equipment safely 
· manage their own basic hygiene and personal needs including dressing and undressing independently
· understand that exercise and food can help to keep us healthy
· learn to hold and control pencils and other equipment

	Communication and Language

· talk confidently and clearly
· show awareness of listener
· enjoy listening to stories, songs and poems, showing good attention
· follow instructions
· answer questions about stories


	Literacy

· hear and say sounds, and link them to the alphabet
· notice rhyming words
· enjoy reading and listening to books
· read and write familiar words and sentences

	Mathematics

· use good maths words such as heavier / lighter more/less add/subtract
· notice shapes in the environment and describe their features
· be comfortable with numbers and use them in play
· solve maths problems by adding and taking away

	Understanding the World

· enjoy joining in with family customs and routines
· talk about people who are special to them
· notice and take care of things in their own environment that grow and change
· use simple ICT such as computer to find out information

	Expressive Arts and Design

· sing songs, make music and dance
· use different materials, tools and techniques to create their own designs
· explore colours and textures
· play alongside other children, making up their own story and pretending to be other people eg a policeman or nurse




Some examples of WOW moments at home:
Oliver and Jack were making cookies in the kitchen. ‘At the moment it is squishy but when it goes in the oven it will go hard’. ‘We need to be careful around the oven as it is not and we do not want to hurt ourselves’. The boys showed a good understanding of staying safe and changes. 

Ellen helped me get ready for her birthday party.  She was happy to wait for Daddy to get home before she opened her presents.  She asked if we were having party bags “like what we had at Millie’s party” (her cousin). 



Maisie helped me with the gardening. She pulled out one of last year’s herbs. “Look it’s dying.  Can I have the watering can, because it needs water?”

First time doing something at a club or first time attending a club?
Certificate or badge achievement?
Change in reading/writing ability?
Do they Dress independently? Have they cracked something they’ve been struggling with?
Created/made/designed something?
Helped around the house?
Have they completed a challenge? 
Have they recognised a new number? Counted further than before?
Has your child discussed family traditions or similarities/differences?
Have they made observations of animals and plants and explain why some things occur?
Has your child spoken about any changes in the environment?
Have they tried a new food? 
Pronunciation of words mastered or new vocabulary?
Has your child added narrative to their play? Something different than usual? Played with something new?
Have they been more outgoing/confident in a situation they used to shy away from? 
Do they use technology? How do they use it? Have they challenged themselves on a tablet or when using a remote control toy? Etc. 
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
